It is impossible to say that you have seen the world, if you have not
been to Rome. It is a city with three thousand years of history, it has
seen its ups and downs but managed to retain its greatness, it is right-
fully considered to be the Eternal City. Its labyrinth-like streets are
home to landmarks which date back to the ancient times and fashion-
able nightclubs, jewels in the crown of the world culture and clothes-
lines with drying laundry hanging over the heads of the passers-by, the
great works of the Renaissance masters and the emotional citizens rid-
ing their favorite scooters. No matter what countries or continents you
have seen, we all know that "all roads lead to Rome"...

KERAMA MARAZZI also travelled around the world and visited
the city on seven hills. It presents its new ROMAN COLLECTION.

The greatness of the architectural masterpieces, the Baroque foun-
tains, the treasures of the Vatican Museums, the luxurious villas, the
heroes of Roman mythology - these are the things that inspired the de-
signers during their work on the collection.

The collection of ceramic tiles of 2013 in the format 30x60 presents
three series. Due to their elegance and exclusiveness, all three were
named after the monuments of Roman architecture - Villa Borghese,
Villa Medici, the Farnese Palace. The series "Villa Medici" simulates the
classic Italian travertine stone and is decorated with luxurious decors
in the form of columns which are created in two versions: with the use
of white semitransparent soft fritt or red gold.

The series “Lazio“ (20x50) is a symbiosis of ancient Roman artistic
traditions and modern technology. It is created in the classic mono-
chromatic gamut using a geometric pattern in the form of a labyrinth.
"Lazio" is the epitome of style!

The most ambitious series in the ROMAN COLLECTION are two
series in the 25x75 format. The tile of the series "Frascati" has a realistic
appearance of natural stone, with its characteristic transitions of color,
streaks and disseminations. For decoration, two types of decors are of-
fered: with an ornament in the Empire style and a graphic "quilted" de-
sign.

The pattern of the "Barberini" tiles reminds of a cross-section of
onyx. The decorative elements of the series named after the magnificent
palace of the Barberini family match up to the name. The wave on the
mosaic decor has a pearly luster, when several tiles are laid in a row, it
creates a "rhythmic" ornament.

The new product of this year is the hexagonal floor tile in the 33x33
format : three series which are totally different from one another, they
are supplemented by individual inserts sized 10x10. "Ferentino" and

"Monterano" belong to the collection. The series "Corso" is an inde-
pendent one, it is created in a cold black and white gamut. It is decorated
with four types of metallized inserts. The three series differ in their
make and color schemes, but they are all of interest.

In the new collection of a lot of attention is paid to the theme of
"wood-like" stylized design which has recently become fashionable, it
is presented both in ceramic tiles and porcelain gres. The series of
"Adria", "Bosco", "Foresta" and "Formia" - size 20.1 x 50.2 - focus on
the naturalistic structure of a cross-section of wood. All the series are
perfectly combined with the metallized borders and inserts of the
"Bosco" series. For the series "Foresta" six types of decors (20x20) were
designed with a simulation of incrusted block parquetry.

The theme of wood is also used in the porcelain gres. It is offered
in the classic square 60x60 format and the fashionable “narrow* ones
(15x60 and 20x80).

The pattern on the porcelain gres of the series "Caravel" (15x60)
was applied by means of a "random" technology, which makes all the
tiles different from one another. In the series "Amareno" (15x60, 30x60,
60x60) and in two series in the format 20x80 (“Brigantine“ and
“Frigate“) the highly naturalistic appearance is achieved by applying the
pattern by means of the “inkjet” technology on a textured surface.

The hills of the Eternal City gave the names to three series of porce-
lain gres. The semipolished series "Aventine" (40x80) is decorated with
incrusted contrasting decors. The strict series "Capitol" (40x80) created
ina cold gamut is "revived" by stylish mosaic borders. The warm milky
shades of "Palatine" (60x60) which has the texture of aged shell rock
remind of the ancient Roman architectural monuments.

“Triumph“ (42x42) is a copy of the expensive polished palace mar-
ble. Its beauty is emphasized by luxurious decorative mosaic roson
(84x84) produced using hydro-jet. To give the interior a complete view,
the beautiful border can be used with a corner insert.

The series "Octavian" (60x60) is the embodiment of a number of
technological innovations which makes you think that you are looking
at natural marble: it is impossible to find two identical tiles.

The peculiar feature of the collection of 2013 is the stairs of a new
type: front and corner ones. The shaped bevel greatly improves the ap-
pearance of the stairs, while the special fritt ensures the antislip effect.
The stairs are available in the series "Terrace" and "Alley".

Warning. Fragile. The ceramic tiles and porcelain gres are strong finishing
materials but shall be protected against any shocks.

Ceramic floor tiles and porcelain gres can be of different
sizes. Itis strongly recommended to use the products of the same calibre
to facilitate tile paving (including laying of tiles with different article numbers)

The actual size of the edged porcelain gres is smaller than
the nominal size within the standard tolerance limits
The catalogue contains the nominal size

Different lots of ceramic tiles and porcelain gres may have
slightly different colour. Pay attention to the shade identification mark.
It is strongly recommended to purchase the products of the same shade.

Tile face curvature - deviation of the ceramic tile and porcelain gres surface
from the plane. The tolerance limits regulating the tile face curvature are set in
the regulatory documents and shall be used by the manufacturer to sort out the
products. Insignificant positive (convexity) and negative (concavity) deviations
within the tolerance limits shall not be a basis for the rejection.

Taking care of decorative products and tiles with metallized surface.
Decorative products with a gold, platinum or metal-based pigments applica-
tion, as well as ceramic tiles and porcelain gres with decorative metallized sur-
face require thorough care

To remove dirt it is recommended to use weak soap solution, non-abrasive
pH-neutral washing agents, non-abrasive household chemical products like
the one for enameled tableware. After the dirt is removed rinse the tile with
clean water. Use soft fabric or sponge for cleaning.

Itis not allowed to use abrasive cleansing agents and abrasive materials! Do
not use acid-containing products! Before use of washing and cleansing
agents it is recommended to test them on an unnoticeable tile’s area.

Itis recommended to use float grout of the same colour as matt glazed
tiles. If you use the float grout of a different contrast colour, you shall first test it
on a small area and make sure that the surface can be easily cleaned. If the
tiles are coloured, treat the tile surface with a special protective coating (KILTO
COAT, ATLAS DELFIN) to prevent the penetration of the coloured pigments in
the micro relief and micropores at the matt glazed tile surface.

Use a two-pack epoxy adhesive compound to glue ceramic decorative elements
to the ceramic tile surface. We recommend using such adhesives as MAPEI UI-
tamastic lll and Kerapoxy Design. See www.mapei.ru for more details. Decora-
tive elements shall be glued to a ceramic tile before the tile is affixed to the wall
The tile, the decorative element is glued to, shall be in a horizontal position
First apply adhesive glue to the mounting surface of the decorative element
and than put the decorative element to the tile and slightly press it. Wait as
long as indicated in the adhesive compound application instructions. As
soon as the adhesive compound becomes dry, treat the edges of the
decorative element with the float grout of the same colour as the tiles.

Porcelain gres shall require the following care.

After laying, clean the surface immediately. Moist tile-to-tile gaps with water
and treat the tiles with a weak acid solution. Wash the whole surface with
clean water in 15 minutes. When using cleaning agents with concentrated
acid, avoid applying the cleaning agent to the tile-to-tile gaps. Polished
porcelain gres shall require special care during laying and further use.
Polishing results in the opening of micropores on the surface of the porcelain
gres. Oil and colouring substances penetrating into these pores can results
in the formation of permanent stains.

It is important:

- to prevent the application of an adhesive compound at the face of the
tile. If the adhesive compound is applied to the tile face, immediately
remove it with a clean wet cloth;

- to avoid using abrasive cleaning agents as to prevent scratches;

—to put a mat to clean the shoes at the entrance door of the premises
with the polished porcelain gres floor;

- to restrict the use of polished porcelain gres in the eating areas and
places where it is planned to use coloring agents, oils and other liquids
(due to the increasing risk related to higher slipping of the material);

- to treat the surface with special means after laying to prevent the pen-
etration of oil, grease and colouring agents into the micropores at the
tile face;

—itis strongly recommended to test any and all cleaning agents, chem-
ical compounds and float grout at a small concealed area first in order
to prevent any undesired effect on the faced surface. Read carefully
the manufacturer’s instructions of all the materials used and adhere
hereto.

Ceramic Tiles. Notes to the Specification Table

Frost resistance - abity of water saturated ceramic items to resist without any damage
the impact of multiple freezing in the air and thawing in water. Frost resistance degree is a number
of cycles (freeze/thaw) a sample stands without any damage. According to EN ISO 10545-12 con-
trol procedures the freeze/thaw cycle is repeated not less than 100 times.

Water absorption -isthe ratio of the volume of water absorbed by the tile at s full sat-
uration to the dry weight of the tile. According to the European standard EN14411, dry-press ce-
ramic tiles are divided into the following groups according to the water absorption rate:

Annex G - Bla group — low water absorption rate E< 0.5%

Annex H - Blb group - low water absorption rate 0.5<E< 3%

Annex J - Blla group — water absorption rate 3% < E< 6%

Annex K - Bllb group - water absorption rate 6%<Ex< 10%

Annex L - BIIl group — water absorption rate E>10%

Glaze cracking resistance - afeature indicating if the tile glaze can stand high
temperature (1591 °C) and pressure (50020 kPa) without cracking.

Strength properties

According to EN ISO 10545-4 strength properties include breaking load, breaking stength and

modulus of rupture measured at a definite force speed applied in the middle of the tile.
Breaking load - a value of force, in Newton, the application of which causes the damage
of the tested sample. It is measured according to a measuring instrument scale.
Breaking strength — a value, in Newton, generated by the multiplication of the breaking
load and the distance between support bars divided by the width of the tested sample.
Modulus of rupture - a value, in Newton/mm?, generated by the division of the estimated
breaking strength by the squared minimum thickness of the tested sample along the frac-
ture line..

Shade - colour value of atile lot that can slightly differ from the declared colour. The shade is
marked on a package with a number

Wear resistance of the surface is one of the major properties of glazed tiles for
flooring which influences on how long the tile surface will preserve its exterior appearance without
visible changes. According to the European standard EN14411 (Appendix N), glazed ceramic tiles
are classified into 6 groups depending on their wear resistance:

Class 0 Glazed ceramic tiles of this class are not recommended for floors.

Class 1 is recommended for floors subject to no abrasive dirt, or areas where shoes with
soft soles or no shoes are used (e.g. bathrooms in apartments and bedrooms with-
out an entrance from the outside)

Class 2 is recommended for floors subject to a minimum level of abrasive dirt and areas
where shoes with soft sole or ordinary shoes are used (iiving premises in the
houses, except for kitchen, entrance hall and similar premises involving much
walking. This shall not include special shoes, e.g. high-heeled shoes)

Class 3 is recommended for floors subject to a low level of abrasive dirt, areas where ordi-
nary shoes are used and premises involving much walking (e.g. kitchen, entrance
hall, corridors, balcony, loggia and terrace. This shall not include special shoes,
e.0. high-heeled shoes)

Class 4 is recommended for floors subject to a low level of abrasive dirt and premises sub-
jectto regular walking at the rate higher than for class 3 (e.g. kitchen at the produc-
tion enterprise, hotels, showrooms and commercial premises)

Class 5 is recommended for floors subject to a low level of abrasive dirt and premises subject
tointense walking for a long period of time which puts an excessive load on the glazed
ceramic tile (e.g. public premises, such as shopping malls, airport lounges, hotel lob-
bies, public pedestrian paths and industrial zones).

Tile calibre -is a nominal manufacturing size of the tile set for the production process the

actual size of the tile shall correspond to with account of certain tolerance limits. The tile (usually
floor tile) is sorted into lots of one production size (calibre). The calibre is marked on a package.

Porcelain Gres. Notes to the Specification Table

Water absorption -is the ratio of the mass of water absorbed by the sample at its full sat-
uration to the dry mass of the sample. Water absorption rate shall be defined according to EN ISO
10545-3. Water absorption rate of porcelain gres (Bla group) shall not exceed 0.5%.

Glaze cracking resistance - a feature indicating if the tile glaze can stand high tem-
perature (1591 °C) and pressure (500420 kPa) without cracking

Strength properties

According to EN ISO 10545-4 strength properties include breaking load, breaking stength and

modulus of rupture measured at a definite force speed applied in the middie of the tile.
Breaking load - a value of force, in Newton, the application of which causes the damage
of the tested sample. It is measured according to a measuring instrument scale.
Breaking strength — a value, in Newton, generated by the multiplication of the breaking
load and the distance between support bars divided by the width of the tested sample.
Modulus of rupture - a value, in Newton/mm?, generated by the division of the estimated
breaking strength by the squared minimum thickness of the tested sample along the frac-
ture line.

Deep abrasion resistance - one of the major characteristics of porcelain gres, the stan-
dard value of which is set by the international standard EN ISO10545-6. It basically indicates the
number of cubic millimeters the tested material loses under certain abrasive impact. It largely de-
pends on the type of the tile final treatment: grinding, polishing, saturation with a synthetic mixture
efc. Water absorption rate is also important for this parameter: the higher is water absorption rate,
the lower is deep abrasion resistance rate.

Wear resistance of the surface is one of the major properties of glazed porcelain gres
which influences on how long the porcelain gres surface will preserve its exterior appearance with-
out visible changes. For the detailed information see page 297.

Thermal expansion coefficient indicates the increase/decrease of the tile dimensions
during heating/cooling. It is extremely important for laying of porcelain gres over big areas indoors
(to calculate the width of the expansive joints properly) and outdoors (in order to select the best
suitable fastening option, type of adhesive compound and calculate tile-to-tile gaps)

Thermal shock resistance - the ability of ceramic items to endure sharp temperature
changes. This parameter depends on various physical, chemical and thermomechanical properties
of the material, its shape, size, heating and cooling conditions.

Frost resistance - avility of water saturated ceramic items to resist without any damage
the impact of multiple freezing in the air and thawing in water. Frost resistance degree is a number
of cycles (freeze/thaw) a sample stands without any damage. According to EN 1SO 10545-12 con-
trol procedures the freeze/thaw cycle is repeated not less than 100 times.

Stains resistance is defined in compliance with ISO 10545-14. There are three main pol-
luting agents: special ink, iodine alcoholic solution, and olive il

The resistance rate of a ceramic surface to polluting agents depends on the efficiency and ease
of their removal

There are four cleaning procedures applied in combination with the corresponding cleaning agents
(hot water, weak cleaning agent, strong cleaning agent, and various solvents).

Procedure A - running hot water.

Procedure B - manual cleaning with a weak cleaning agent

Procedure C - mechanical treatment with a strong cleaning agent.

Procedure D - dipping into the corresponding solvent.

The class is assigned upon completion of a visual assessment of the result. The highest class of
stains resistance and stains removal ease s class 5; the lowest one is class 1.
Minimum admissible class for porcelain gres is class 3

Chemical stability — — ability of the tile (glaze) surface or porcelain gres to withstand a
contact with chemical substances (household chemistry products, additives for pools, salts and acids)
at room temperature without getting its appearance changed
Acc. to ISO 10545-13 ceramic tile and porcelain gres are classified into Chemical Stability groups as
follows:
Unglazed (UGL)

Class A - no visual changes;

Class B - visual changes at the shear surface

Class C - visual changes at the shear surface, on the sample edge and on the front side.
Glazed (GL)

Class A - no visual changes:

Class B - strong changes of the appearance;

Class C - partial or full loss of the original surface.

Before the letier of Class,  letter standing for the tile type (G-glazed, U-unglazed) is added

Letter H in the abbreviation indicates resistance to acids and alkali of high concentration; letter L in-
dicates respectively low concentration. If none of these letters is added, it means that the tile s resist-
ant to household chemical agents and additives for swimming pools.

Thus, UHA, ULA or UA abbreviations stand for “unglazed tile belonging to A Class™. GHB, GLB or GB
abbreviations stand for ‘glazed tile, belonging to B Class"

Frictional coefficient

KERAMA MARAZZI porcelain gres has been tested with the help of the BCR (British Ceramic Re-
search Association) method developed in Great Britain to define coefficient of sliding friction. This
method is applied to test porcelain gres at all enterprises within the MARAZZI GROUP.

BCR method utilizes a classifying scale from 0 to 1. According to the scale 0.1 friction coefficient
means «hazardous», while 0.9 friction coefficient means «excellent»

BCR friction coefficient of KERAMA MARAZZI porcelain gres is equal to p>0.4, which is considered
a satisfactory degree of friction resistance according to the classifying scale.

In compliance with BCR method, KERAMA MARAZZI porcelain gres is a product with skid-proof
surface suitable for all types of premises with no tough requirements set to skid-proof properties.

1 Defining the friction coefficient is not mandatory for the manufacturers undergoing the certification
procedures, since none of the methods is included into the European standards.

Calibre -is a conventional designation of manufacturing size of the tile set for the production
process, the actual size of the tile shall correspond to, with account of certain tolerance limits. The
product is sorted into lots of one production size (calibre). Size is marked on a package.

Shade - colour value of a porcelain gres lot that can slightly differ from the declared colour.
The shade is marked on a container with a number.

Porcelain Gres. Terms Used in the Catalogue

Lapped porcelain gres is manufactured on the basis of a surface polishing technology,
LAPPING (ltal. lappato - lapped, ground). The technology allows getting a semi-polished surface
effect. In contrast to a standard polishing procedure, lapping removes a thinner layer from a porce-
lain gres with the help of special grindstones. The lapped porcelain gres surface can be easily
cleaned from stains

Satinated porcelain gres is manufactured on the basis of a SATINATING technology (ltal.
satinatura - polishing, glassing), which is a type of polishing. It is performed with the help of special
brushes fitted with diamond fibres to get the effect of a matt, polished, slightly “aged” surface. The
surface of a satinated porcelain gres can be easily cleaned from stains.

Edged (rectified) porcelain gres

— a product subject to additional mechanical treatment, i.e. edged in length and width (rectified
~ Ital. rettifica — correction, rectification). Edged porcelain gres is of uniform size, which allows
laying it with minimurm joints or no joints at all.

Water jet cutting (hydrojet) - a method of material cutting with the help of a high
pressure water jet with solid fines. It allows cutting shapes of any complexity from tiles or
porcelain gres.

Dry Press - dry press technology. The pattern is applied by means of dry painted powders
immediately before pressing. This technology allows to create a structure pattern of any
complexity on setting depth and, it also enhances the operational properties of porcelain gres.

Complex decorative element - a decorative element made (composed) of several
shaped segments produced with the help of hydrojet technology. Separate segments can be

fastened on a special mesh.

Mosaic decorative element - a decorative element made of segments of different size
and shape fastened on a special mesh

Ceramic tiles are packed in corrugated cardboard con-
tainers. Each container shall be additionally wrapped with a polyethylene film. The con-
tainer shall have a plate with the information about the production shift, article number,
tile shade and grade.

Containers with floor tiles shall also have the tile size indicated. First grade tile shall be
packed in white containers. Second and third grade tile can be packed in brown con-
tainers

packing data for the pallets. Containers with tiles shall be put on 1,200x800 mm euro
pallets. The pallet weight depends on the format of the tiles (see Tables). The weight
of the pallet with decorative elements shall not exceed 800 kg. Each pallet shall be
fixed by a polypropylene strip horizontally and vertically and wrapped with a polyeth-
ylene film
